First Lesson lIsaiah 42:1-9

Here is my servant, whom | uphold, my chosen, in
whom my soul delights;

| have put my spirit upon him; he will bring forth
justice to the nations.

He will not cry or lift up his voice, or make it
heard in the street; a bruised reed he will not
break, and a dimly burning wick he will not quench;
he will faithfully bring forth justice.



He will not grow faint or be crushed until he has
established justice in the earth; and the coastlands
wait for his teaching.

Second Lesson Acts 10:34-43

Peter began to speak to them: “I truly understand
that God shows no partiality, but in every nation
anyone who fears him and does what is right is
acceptable to him. You know the message he sent
to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus
Christ--he is Lord of all. That message spread
throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the
baptism that John announced: how God anointed
Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with
power; how he went about doing good and healing
all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was
with him. We are witnesses to all that he did both in
Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by
hanging him on a tree; but God raised him on the
third day and allowed him to appear, not to all the
people but to us who were chosen by God as
witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he

rose from the dead. He commanded us to preach to
the people and to testify that he is the one ordained
by God as judge of the living and the dead. All the
prophets testify about him that everyone who
believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through
his name.”

But Jesus answered him, “Let it
be so now; for it is proper for us in this way to fulfill
all righteousness.” Then he consented. And when
Jesus had been baptized, just as he came up from
the water, suddenly the heavens were opened to
him and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a
dove and alighting on him. And a voice from
heaven said, “This is my Son, the Beloved, with
whom | am well pleased.”

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth, of all that is seen and
unseen.

Almighty and
everliving God, we thank you for feeding us with
the spiritual food of the most precious Body and
Blood of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ; and for
assuring us in these holy mysteries that we are
living members of the Body of your Son, and
heirs of your eternal kingdom. And now, Father,
send us out to do the work you have given us to
do, to love and serve you as faithful witnesses of
Christ our Lord. To him, to you, and to the Holy
Spirit, be honor and glory, now and for ever.
Amen.

Knowing that all of our community cannot share
the Eucharist in person, we affirm that the true
mystical communion of Christ and His Church is a
bond of spirit and heart, grounded in faith. There-
fore, we commit ourselves to this deep bond of
the Spirit in union with Christ our Lord. Amen.
