But Moses said to God, 
“Who am I that I should go to Pharaoh, and bring 
the Israelites out of Egypt?” He said, “I will be with 
you; and this shall be the sign for you that it is I 
who sent you: when you have brought the people 
out of Egypt, you shall worship God on this 
mountain.” 
But Moses said to God, “If I come to the Israelites 
and say to them, 'The God of your ancestors has 
sent me to you,' and they ask me, 'What is his 
name?' what shall I say to them?” God said to 
Moses, “I am who I am.” He said further, “Thus you 
shall say to the Israelites, 'I am has sent me to 
you.'” God also said to Moses, “Thus you shall say 
to the Israelites, 'The Lord, the God of your 
ancestors, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, 
and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you': 
This is my name forever, 
and this my title for all generations.”

These 
things happened to them to serve as an example, 
and they were written down to instruct us, on whom 
the ends of the ages have come.  So if you think you 
are standing, watch out that you do not fall.  No 
testing has overtaken you that is not common to 
everyone. God is faithful, and he will not let you be 
tested beyond your strength, but with the testing he 
will also provide the way out so that you may be able 
to endure it.
